As one of the four original
fraternities at K-State in 1913,
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tradition includes more than
1,100 brothers. Acacians have
a record of distinguishing
themselves as leaders in their
communities. An example of
such leadership; Acacia
members Seaton, Willard,
Waters, Ford, and Bushnell have been honored on
campus with buildings in their name.

Since 2001, Acacia has reestablished itself as the
marquee leadership organization at Kansas State
University. Rather than simply return to the model
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venture to build upon past strengths and

incorporate innovative ideas.

Over that time, Acacia has set the standard for
academic success as members have repeatedly
achieved superior marks. The Chapter has been in
the top GPA quartile for 12 of the last 13 semesters
and above the all-fraternity and all-campus grade
point average for seven consecutive years.

A strong partnership has developed in recent years
with the School of Leadership Studies at kState.
Both Acacia and SLS focus on the development of
leadership skills through mentoring, teaching, and
the sharing of life experiences. As a sign of true
commitment to leadership development,
scholarships are awarded to members enrolled in
the Leadership Studies academic minor.

Other Chapter successes include numerous playoff
appearances in intramural athletic competition, top
five placing in all-university homecoming, and
individual recognition awards like the 2008 Up and
Coming Greek Leader.
